We are appreciative of all assistance we receive from the Georgia DOT. Most recently we have had County Line Road
paved with 2009 LARP award and will have recently received the good news of our 2010 LARP award.

Jasper County has a tremendous amount of road improvement needs, and therefore we are seeking any possible
additional funding.

We are using significant amounts of our SPLOST revenue on roads. However, we are limited in funds since a one per
cent sales tax only raises approximately $720,000 annually. Part of these SPLOST funds must go to Recreation,
Economic Development and other projects.

Our county budget is stressed. Our total budget for 2010 is $8.2 Million with $1,353,478 budgeted for our Public
Works Department and road maintenance. It is impossible to keep up with our needs using only local funds.



Attached is a summary of our road needs along with supporting maps and other data, as well as photos of road
conditions.

We request aid of all kinds including help with surveys for ROW purposes on dirt roads. We will be happy to meet
with you, show you or your designee our roads, and provide you any other data you might need.

Thank you for your consideration in helping our County to improve our road conditions.
